When we think of the word Spirit can we think of something lively?  A sort of 
a flow of living water; a cycle race rather than a traffic jam.  The flow of life 
in us rather than the ways we block life.  It is the spirit of God whom we 
call Father, Son or Christ and Spirit. We live in that sort of love. The church is 
called to be that sort of community.
